4. Christ’s Power – The Holy Spirit 

Summary:

5. Christ’s Excellence – The Original State 

Summary: 

Excellence in Christ reflects His nature (perfection in thought, word, and conduct), His character 

(fruitfulness in love and relationship), and His mission (multiplication of disciples and expansion of God’s 

Kingdom). Believers are called to embody Christ’s excellence by striving for holiness, bearing fruit, and 

multiplying through evangelism and discipleship.

• How can we pursue excellence in speech, conduct, and mindset without falling into perfectionism?
